Corus Tubes
We purchased four Tandberg 770MXP (With natural presenter modules) for use as portable videoconferencing devices within our business, alongside a fixed Tandberg EDGE 95 high definition system at the end of 2007 from Saville Audio Visual. The portable units are installed at our main business sites at Corby, Hartlepool (2) and Oosterhout in The Netherlands. 

We use these devices for adhoc communications over our internal WAN much as some people use teleconferencing for adhoc meetings. This allows effectively free communication between our business units. The systems can be wheeled around and plugged into any live network socket in a user’s office.

The EDGE 95 we use as a more powerful fixed unit, with options such as multi-site and natural presenter. We use this device to talk to our customers (and older Corus VC equipment) via ISDN and also internally over the Corus WAN to the more modern units.

This device also allows us to bring in users from home into a video meeting, using an internet connection and a webcam, via secure VPN into Corus. It also enables people on the road to be introduced as a telephone call.

I found Saville extremely helpful and approachable. We also felt that they really understood what we wanted and how it could be delivered. I would highly recommend doing business with Saville, and I hope to be doing the same myself over the forthcoming year.
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
